Which ePortfolio tool is best for me?

An ePortfolio tool is the programme which you use for the ePortfolio. There are different types of ePortfolio tools. 
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Maybe you are using the ePortfolio because you are in school, because your employer has chosen one or you are taking part in a project. Then you might not have a say in which tool to use. 

But if you have a choice, these descriptions of the features of some ePortfolio tools will be helpful.

If you want to…
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... reflect on your learning or your career
To create your own blog, you don’t need any special software. 

There is even one ePortfolio system (elgg.net) that is organised around a blog and where you can create your own profile, share documents and ideas with others.

... plan your learning

... tell a story

If you want to reflect on your learning or your career, you should use a blog. Blogs are great tools to use as a learning log. You can record your thoughts and reflections, share them with others and collect their feedback. Some allow you to upload and link documents.
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If you want accreditation, you need to work with someone who gives it to you. You need to organise a clear ePortfolio for them. It should demonstrate clearly what you can do and show the evidence of your skills too. 





Tools like PaperFree or CTD QuickStep are especially designed to help you with this evidence. They collect it, organise it and present your skills.
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
