Abstract
An increasing number of departments within universities around the world are now working with students to create e-portfolios.  Whether educators have become involved due to the pressure of the technological age to just use the technology available or because of a desire to find more creative ways to encourage learning or because of expectations in the market place, all those with the task of setting- up e-portfolios will have to go through a lengthy process of research, decision making, planning, trial and error and evaluation in order to develop e-portfolios that work effectively in their  particular environments.

For the last eighteen months the English Language Centre & the Education Development Office at City University Hong Kong have been working with teachers and students to create English language e-portfolios that aim to  enhance learning and showcase students’ abilities.  

The presenters will share their experience of setting-up these English language e-portfolios.  They will describe the process they went through including deciding on the aims and objectives of the e-portfolio, designing the structure and the templates, working with teachers to integrate the portfolios into existing university English language enhancement courses, overcoming problems and working with students to encourage the adoption and acceptance of an independent learning programme.  They will discuss some of the issues involved in setting up e-portfolios as a course requirement such as incorporating teacher and peer feedback and motivating students to work independently on them.  
By the end of this presentation participants will have become more aware of the process of creating e-portfolios, be more familiar with the use of and elements in an e-portfolio, be prepared for some of the issues that need to be dealt with when thinking of implementing e-portfolios in student learning/the course and program/curriculum with students at their own universities or learning institutes.
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
