ePortfolios in schools 

The use of digital portfolios to represent and assess student achievement, effort and learning 
In 2006 the Department of Education (DoE)  in Victoria initiated a Digital Portfolio Project as part of a professional learning strategy to support teacher use of Information and Communication Technology (ICT). The Digital Portfolio Project focussed on supporting teachers to explore the potential of Digital Portfolios to capture evidence of student learning that represents the learner; demonstrates evidence of student's efforts, progress and achievement overtime in relation to the Victorian Essential Learning Standards (VELS); and to improve the quality of reporting to parents. This session will track the professional learning of teachers and the progress of students in this project from the Northern Metropolitan Region in Victoria,  one of the nine DoE regions involved in this project during 2006. This project work is continuing in 2007.
